General Information

Candidates will have the opportunity to receive certification with Paddle Canada as a Level 1 Paddle Canada
Sea Kayak Instructor. Successful completion of Level 2 Sea Kayak Skills is required prior to this course. Due to
time constraints, this is not a full Level 2 Skill course and so participants are expected to come into the course
with Level 2 skills and knowledge. Under exceptional circumstances ( candidates with proven skills/experience
but no PC Level 2 skill cert) a Level 2 Skill assessment may be conducted during the first two days of the course
b please contact us for further information. The requirements under Paddle Canada are attached for your
information. The programme will also address guidelines established by the Association of Eastern Canadian Sea
Kayaking Oultfitters and White Squall for the guiding of trips. We want the course to be collaborative, with
participants sharing their knowledge.




Meals and Accomodation

During this 7 day course, there will be a 5 day (4 night) overnight trip on Georgian Bay, evening sessions and full
days. Coffee and tea will be provided while at the Paddling Centre. All meals/drinks are each person's
responsibility. You should arrive with complete food, cook and camp gear to function independently. Participants
will be responsible for planning, packing, cooking their own meals on trip and are encouraged to partner up to
share in these tasks where possible. Instructors will be in touch closer to the course to discuss specific trip meal
assignments/plans.  Everyone has an explicit responsibility to identify any food or other allergies well in advance
to all course members to ensure the safety of all. Accommodation is also up to each person however while at
White Squall tenting is available at no charge with use of outdoor toilets, running water, basic kitchen and an
indoor lounge.

¥ assist a Flatwater Instructor Trainer on a Flatwater Instructor course.

Course Length

4 days minimum

Class ratio

1 trainer: 6 instructor candidates

Location

Sheltered waters with uninterrupted easy landing options

Conditions

Light winds (0-11 knots) Current (0-0.5 knots) Sea state calm to light chop.

Overview of level-1 Sea kayaking instructor skills

¥ Candidates will demonstrate all the level-1 skills at a high level of proficiency suitable for instructional
demonstration purposes. (see Level 1 skills below)

¥ Rescue and general paddling skills will exceed minimum level-2 skills and be suitable to the level-1
instructional environment.

¥ Additional certification in swimming and life saving is strongly recommended.

¥ A good working knowledge of hypothermia is essential.

¥ All kayaks will be seaworthy with sufficient buoyancy to permit a re-entry and pump out of a flooded cockpit.
¥ Paddlers will wear an approved PFD, with a whistle attached, at all times on the water.

¥ All instructors will carry towlines with a means of quick-release.

¥ Helmets will be worn when paddling in fast moving water, or breaking waves near shore.

¥ Safety considerations applying to all aspects of paddling are integral to the entire program of courses..
¥ ldentify potential hazards and take appropriate preventative safety procedures.

¥ Use stretches and warm-up procedures that can prevent common injuries.

¥ Strokes will be performed both left and right-handed.

¥ All assisted rescues will be performed as both victim and rescuer.

¥ Skills and knowledge must develop and improve throughout the levels, keeping pace with the increasing
sea conditions of each higher level.

¥ Through the levels, skills and knowledge are cumulative. When an instructor is being assessed at one level
without previously achieving a lower level the assessment should include the lower levels skills and
knowledge not reviewed in the higher level(s).

¥ Assessment of practical skills will require demonstrated competence in the conditions as described for each
level. Kayaks will be loaded with gear appropriate for the level.

¥ Candidates will hand in a lesson plan for the relevant skills course. Certification will be issued after the
assignment and all other criteria have been satisfied.
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¥ Post course re-assessment may occur at the discretion of the course Director and may be undertaken by
the course Director or a designate. Re-assessment of skills must occur within one year of the end of the
course.

Evaluation guidelines for all instructor levels

The Instructor will be evaluated by:
¥ Observation throughout the course.

¥ Written test of knowledge of course content of approximately one hour in length. Candidates must achieve
a mark of at least 80% to pass.

¥ Written and/or oral presentations demonstrating ability to communicate course content.

¥ Ongoing evaluation (by observation) of the candidate!s performance in the areas of safety, care of
equipment, group dynamics and leadership.

¥ A minimum of 2 demonstrations of teaching ability by each candidate, 1 of which shall be an Om waterO
session in which the candidate teaches a Kayaking skill. The candidate must select a site appropriate to
the skill being taught and to the skill level of the students. In addition, development of appropriate
teaching progression and strategies must be demonstrated.

¥ Teaching topics may be previously assigned or chosen, or may be assigned at short notice from a
previously issued list. The course staff will determine the methods and number of tests in each content
area.

¥ Retesting may occur at the Director!s discretion, but must be made available to all candidates if instituted
for one, in which case the second grade shall stand as the grade of record for that test.

¥ Retesting or fulfillment of incomplete test items may occur after the course and results at that time are final,
unless the Course Director decides to utilize the option of post course retesting or evaluation subject to
these conditions:

¥ Post Course evaluation may be undertaken only by the Course Director or designate within one year of the
end of the course.

¥ The following grades will be used for the evaluation of each test item:
P -Pass
W -Weak
F -Fail, skill is very weak and needs major improvement to pass

¥ The course staff will outline as clearly as possible the criteria that determine P, W or F grading of each test
to the candidates prior to the test. To achieve Instructor status the candidate must achieve a P in all
tests. One W may be accepted at the discretion of the course staff.

Overview of Level 1 Skills

This is the skill set you are expected to teach and demo as a Level 1 Instructor:

Rescue skills Eskimorescue |Paddling skills Forward Knowledge Equipment

Unassisted re-entry Assisted |stroke Brace low/high Journeying and
re-entry Towing Sweep Draw Stern rudder seamanship Safety
Communication/signals Kayaking resources

Rescue skills

Eskimo rescue
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Demonstrate a confident capsize and banging on the hull. The rescuer will move in from 5 meters but should not
approach at right angles to where the hands or body are located. The victim must show confidence and control;
bow, stern, side or paddle presentation may be used.

Assisted re-entry

Exit and re-enter a swamped kayak in deep water. Show confidence and control throughout the exercise. The
capsize must be aturalOwith spray deck in place. Rescue is complete when the victim is back in the boat with
spray skirt attached ready to continue paddling.

Unassisted re-entry

Exit and re-enter a swamped kayak in deep water. Aids such as a paddle float may be used.

Contact tow

Demonstrate a simple contact tow without the use of a towline.
Paddling skills

Level-1 paddling skills concentrate on correct technique for paddling in calm water. It is important to practice good
technique, learning the essential movements before moving onto a level-2 course that includes significant wind,
waves and current.

Lift and carry

Use proper body mechanics to prevent injury.

Launching & landing

Demonstrate launching and landing in sheltered conditions off a beach or dock.

Forward paddling

Demonstrate efficient forward paddling, with good speed and control over 100 meters. Show: good upright
posture, torso rotation, extended front arm.

Stopping

Travel at a moderate speed then stop the kayak within 4 strokes.

Reverse paddling

Demonstrate controlled reverse paddling while looking back for a clear and safe route. Show good torso rotation.

Sweep strokes

From a static start, turn the kayak 360 degrees. Use a combination of forward and reverse sweep strokes. Show
efficient placement of the paddle and unwinding of the trunk.

While moving forward at good speed, turn the kayak with a forward sweep stroke and edging.

Edge control

The candidate should demonstrate beginnings of good edging control that assists turning.

Draw stroke
From a static start, move the kayak sideways 2 meters, using the draw stroke and the sculling draw stroke.

While moving forward, move the kayak sideways using a draw stroke.

Low & high brace

The candidate will demonstrate an understanding of correct technique to prevent a capsize with a low and a high
brace.

Stern rudder

Use the stern rudder stroke to turn the kayak in calm conditions.
Knowledge

The extent of knowledge required for safe paddling at this level is governed by the conditions within a sheltered
bay. The following list is not exhaustive and is provided here as a guide to the nature and extent of knowledge
necessary for safe and enjoyable paddling in a level-1 environment.

Demonstrate judgment as applied to daylong trips in level-1 conditions including the following:

¥ Understand the differences between open coastal paddling and paddling in sheltered water.

¥ Choose several safe routes for level-1 paddling. Create necessary float plans, and lists for food & water,
shelter

¥ Organize the gear and packing for a day-long outing.
¥ Describe the means to outfit a sea kayak for proper fit and adjustment

¥ Demonstrate controlled reverse paddling while looking back for a clear and safe route. Show good torso
rotation..

¥ Describe sites suitable for level-1 paddling

¥ Obtain a weather forecast and discern the probable effect on paddling conditions.

¥ Describe local tidal conditions and the effects of tides, currents and winds on sea conditions

¥ Give examples of techniques to assist in maintaining contact with others.

¥ Describe the role of leadership, home boat, and paddling buddies.

¥ Demonstration effective hand and sound signals

¥ Demonstrate an understanding of hypothermia prevention and treatment
